Dear Mr. Scott,

The following list of suggestions was prepared by the Janney School Improvement Team (SIT) for the purpose of providing input to DC Government as they write a “Request for Proposals” (RFP) for the Janney School and Tenley Library Site.  This list is not meant to be all inclusive but rather to add to the input already prepared by other groups in the larger community.  Thank you for hearing our concerns. 
We believe that an RFP for this site should include the following provisions for Janney ES:

· Full modernization of Janney Elementary School as defined by the Master Facilities Plan (MFP).  There are draft ed. specs. available from the district for a proposed school size of 550 that includes and additional 39,000 square feet of space. 

· Modernization and addition of the school to be completed sooner than the schedule for the MFP – preferably by 2011

· No appreciable loss of play space

· Developer and/or contractor should have experience designing and building schools

· Developer and/or coordinator should have the expertise to coordinate a complex project

· A community organizer (ombudsman) answerable to the city should oversee the project

In addition to the items above, we also prepared two open-ended questions that might be part of the RFP.  It is our belief that asking these specific questions, and others, might elicit more depth to the proposals.

Questions:

How do you (the developer) envision working with DCPS and the Janney community to design, modernize, and expand the school?

How do you (the developer) plan to coordinate and stage the multiple components that a PPP may bring to this one site?
